This great retrospective featured by the Fundacio
Vila Casas, which can be seen in this space in the
period of eight months, aims to be a great recogni-
tion of her artistic career in the same halls where
she began her career and which has led her to be
one of the most acclaimed artists in the world,
from New York to Paris, London, Berlin ar Dubai.

Clearly influenced by artists such as Goya or Bacon,
her creative universe clings to commitment and con-
cerit for the human being, whom she tokes as an
object and introduces it in the work through a tech-
nigue in which the importance lies in capturing the
vivacity of the skin, the external organ that shows
the passing of time and experiences, the one that
exhibits the crudeness, strength, temper and an-
guish that come from the most emotional moments
